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PRODUCT INTRODUCTION

ITT Industries, Cannon PORT-a-STRIP (T0K-000-000X)

ITT Industries, Cannon introduces a battery powered portable coax cable strip tool. Precise and consistent cable preparation may
now be realized in as little as three to four seconds. It is as simple as inserting the cable into a cutter head and pressing an
actuation button down for three to four seconds. Once the tool has made the cuts, simply withdraw the cable from the cutter head
and remove the cut ends.

The PORT-a-STRIP utilizes centrifugal force to simultaneously drive three cutter head blades into the coax cable at precisely the
right depth. The blade depth is adjustable via color coded side screws. This will allow the user to modify the depth of the cut for
variations in different brands of cable. The length of each cut is pre-set to meet the required dimensions for QT BNC connector
products. A six C-Cell battery pack or AC/DC power source is used to power the unit.

The tool features a two piece configuration. A quick change cutter head will last up to ten thousand strips. It is designed to meet
the specified strip dimensions of ITT Cannon’s QT BNC connector. The powerful hand held driver holds the interchangeable
cutter head in place during operation.

OPERATION:

Safety glasses or other suitable eye protection
should be worn when operating this tool.
The cutter head works with centrifugal force to cause
the blade cartridge to cut into the cable at
predetermined strip lengths and depths to strip the
cable. The cartridge may contain up to 5 blades (for
example, Triaxial Cable) depending on the specific
application. The spacing of the blades for strip
lengths is determined by the application (connector
trim/assembly code) and is fixed in the manufacture
of the cutter head. The depth of the blades, however
can be adjusted by use of the blade adjusting screws
located on the cutter head blade cartridge To operate
the tool, insert the cable to be stripped into the cutter
head until it hits the cable stop. Hold cable firmly but
not aggressively, making sure that the cable is
straight and centered. For best results hold the cable
back approximately 3" from the tool’s rotating cutter.
Holding the cable too tightly and too close to the
spinning cutter head will cause binding and jamming.
Holding the cable too far back will cause the cable to
wobble and whip. Turn the unit on by pressing the
switch on the driver, and hold the switch in the ON
position for 3-4 seconds to allow the cutter head to
engage the cable and fully complete the strip cycle.
Release the switch. When the cutter head has come
to a complete stop, remove the cable. Using your
fingers, or any gripping tool or slug puller, remove the
cut ends. For best results, remove one end at a time,
working from the end of the cable inward. Inspect the
stripped cable. If any of the blades has cut in too far
or not far enough, remove the cutter head from the
driver and use a screwdriver to adjust the blade
depth via the blade adjusting screws located on the
blade cartridge. For additional details and
instructions re: cutter head adjustments, see the
separate bulletin found elsewhere in the tool kit.

SPECIAL INSTRUCTIONS:

Large diameter or stiff cables: The cutter head
works best when the cable is inserted straight without
any bends or curvature. Any curvature as is often
found in large and stiff cables will cause cuts that are
too deep on one side and not deep enough on the
other. Smaller diameter cable with a slight bend or
curvature will usually be straightened by the cutter
head center tube and blades as they embed into the

cable.

Large diameter, semi rigid or soft flexible jacketed
cables: These types of cables can cause drag on the
blades due to their construction. Stripping results may be
unsatisfactory or inconsistent due to the drag and
resulting friction. For further information, see Coastel’s
Technical Bulletin #CT101A. This problem can be
eliminated by applying a small amount of lubricant to the
cable end before inserting it into the cutter head. We
recommend impartial lubricants like a silicone spray or
alcohol. These lubricants have been found to be two
good choices to reduce drag and friction and vastly
improve stripping quality. An additional benefit from the
reduced friction is longer tool life and less frequent
battery charging.

MAINTENANCE:

The 724/725 driver generally requires very little
maintenance. An occasional low pressure stream of air
around the driver gear head to remove any loose cable
debris is very helpful in keeping the tool free from
contaminants. Never remove the battery pack and
attempt to blow out any debris from inside the driver
housing..

24/64 Cutter Head requires only cleaning out of cable
debris in the cutting chamber and blade cartridge. This is
easily done by either holding the cutter head upside down
and lightly tapping the bottom or by a light stream of air
into the blade cartridge or center tube.

CENTER CONDUCTOR LENGTH ADJUSTMENT

1. Turn screw “in” for shorter conductor.
2. Back screw “out” for longer conductor.
3. Maximum adjustment for standard Cutter Head is +/- ,100"
(2.5mm). This adjustment should only be made in special
circumstances. For non standard center conductor length
consult Coastel Technical Services. 4. Do not over adjust
stop screw. Do not turn out past molded nut. Doing so will
cause the head not to seat properly in the driver and may
result in damage to the driver gears. 5. Do not turn all the
way in, forcing adjustment screw against center tube.

TROUBLESHOOTING:

PROBLEM:PROBLEM: Strip not deep enough.
SOLUTION:SOLUTION: 1,1, Adjust blade depth screws on cutter head clockwise.

2. Increase driver “on” time.

PROBLEM:PROBLEM: Strips too deep.
SOLUTION:SOLUTION: 1. Adjust blade depth screw on cutter head counter clockwise.

2. Decrease driver “on” time. 3-4 seconds is usually all that is necessary.

PROBLEM:PROBLEM: Strips inconsistent.
SOLUTION:SOLUTION: 1. Check to that cable is straightened not curved or bent.

2. Use lubricant on large cables or semi-rigid cables.
3. Check for slugs or debris caught in the cutter head or blade cartridge.
4. Battery may be low. Recharge at least 6 hours. (13hrs recommended)

PROBLEM:PROBLEM: Cutter head jammed.
SOLUTION:SOLUTION: 1. Clean out slugs from Cutter Head chamber.

BLADE ADJUSTMENT
INSTRUCTIONS

Blade Depth can be adjusted by turning the
colored screws in or out.

1. Look at the illustrations and determine the
proper screw.
2. Turn screw "in" for deeper cut.
Back screw "out" for shallower cut.
3. Adjustments should be approx. 1/8 turns between

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MAINTENANCE

(Product Line –CableStrippers)
It is recommended that each tool operator be made aware of- and be responsible for following these
maintenance steps:

• ITT PORT-a-STRIP Kit T0K-000-000X Power Driver -- Remove dust, moisture, and other
contaminants with a clean brush, or a soft, lint-free cloth. Do not use objects that could
damage the tool. Keep debris or cut material from lodging between gear assembly and driver
case. Use a low pressure air gun or brush to remove loose material. Battery pack should be left
in driver when charging is required. — When the tool is not in use, keep battery and
charger in a cool, dry area. Keep battery on charger. See battery bulletin.

• T0K-000-000X/TBC-000-000X Cutter Heads -- Be sure Cutter Head is adjusted on sample
cable before stripping procedure is started. See operation instructions for proper Cutter Head
Adjustment. Occasionally disassemble Cutter Head for cleaning, inspection and removal of
cut debris between blade cartridge and cutter head top plate. Check center conductor for
proper adjustment. Check blades for wear.

• ITT AC/DC Power Supply TPS-000-0000 -- No maintenance required

• Bench Top Production Cable Stripper -- No maintenance required. See procedure for Cutter
Head above, and also Cutter Head Adjustment instructions.

The ITT Kit #T0K-000-000X comes equipped with a Ni-Cad BatteryPack (7.2v) with little
or no memory effect. The Battery Pack does not have to be completely discharged
before recharging. Repeated or constant charging will not harm the Batteries or
diminish performance. Model #726 Battery Pack is fully charged and ready to use.
However under certain circumstances, i.e., cold weather, long shipping delays, or
storage of the Tools before use, battery power may decrease, resulting in a slight
discharge. It will be necessary to recharge the Battery Pack for maximum power.
The #811 charger is a trickle charger and approximately 13hrs is necessary for a
full charge. The charger is not a power supply or transformer and cannot be used
to provide AC/DC power. For the appropriate AC/DC Power Supply contact ITT
Industries, Cannon for details

Generally on a medium diameter cable (RG59, RG58) 200-250 strips can be obtained
on a fully charged Battery Pack. Of course much larger cable (RG213, RG214) will
require more power and therefore decrease battery performance, requiring additional
charging cycles. Conversely small diameter cable will produce strips up to 300-350 on
a battery charge.

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Most frequently asked questions:

How many coaxial cables can I prep with one cutter-head before it needs to be replaced?· A single cutter head can prep at least 10,000 coaxial cable ends.

How long does it take to fully charge a battery pack?· Approximately 13 hrs. The battery does not have to be fully charged to operate strip tool.

Do I need to completely drain the battery before recharging?· No, repeated or constant charging will not harm the batteries (memory) or diminish performance.

I keep forgetting to keep the battery charged, what can I do?· Always keep your battery plugged in when not in use.· Keep a spare battery.· Use our AC/DC power supply (converter) to bypass the battery.

How easy is it to adjust the blades in the cutter head?· Very easy, the adjustment screws are all color-coded: black for the outer jacket; red for the dielectric; and blue for the
center conductor.· Adjusting each screw clockwise increases the depth of the cutting blade and adjusting each screw counter-clock wise
decreases the depth of the cutting blade.· A screw located under the bottom of the cutter head can adjust the length of the center conductor.· When adjusting blades, we recommend you turn each adjustment screw in 1/8th increments and test strip a piece of cable
before readjusting.· Make sure battery is fully charged or use our AC/DC power supply (converter) before attempting any adjustments.

I’m experiencing inconsistent cuts on the cable I’m prepping and don’t know why?· Make sure you are using the correct cutter head. Check the faceplate for cable type.· Battery may be low on charge. It is recommended that the battery be fully charged before using strip tool.· Outer diameter of cable can vary slightly and become out of round especially towards the end of a roll. Pinch cable if
necessary to maintain roundness before inserting into strip tool.· Make sure that cable is straight and not curved or bent prior to inserting into cutter head.· Check inside cavity of cutter head for any debris that may be preventing cable from reaching bottom. Remove any debris
before proceeding.· Blades inside old or excessively used cutter heads may be dull, replace with new cutter head.· Do not run tool for more than 3-4 seconds per strip.

What can I do to prevent debris from being caught inside the cutter head?· Make sure cable is straight and round before inserting into cutter head.· Once cable is inserted, hold exposed portion of cable 3 inches away from cutter head before activating strip tool.· Allow the rotation of the cutter head to come to a complete stop before removing cable.· We recommend you periodically hold strip tool upside down and lightly tap the bottom to remove any bits of braiding and
debris that may remain inside after cutting.
